Cenio je doZzivotna prijateljstva i putovanja. Popularna
kultura ga je oduSevljavala. U traganju za dusevnim mirom
pribliZio se hinduistickoj filozofiji i veoma rano se povukao
iz javnog Zivota.

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J. D. SALINGER: THE WISE CHILD AND
THE NEW YORKER SCHOOL OF FICTION

HE WORKED on The Catcher in the Rye for about ten years,
J. D. Salinger told us, and when it appeared in 1951, it evoked
both critical and popular acclaim. Here was a fresh voice, said
Clifton Fadiman in the Book-of-the-Month Club News. “One
can actually hear it speaking, and what it has to say is uncannily
true, perceptive and compassionate.” The novel was brilliant,
funny, meaningful, said S. N. Behrman. It was probably the most
distinguished first novel of the year, said Charles Poore in
Harper’s magazine. The real catch in the Catcher, said Time, was
novelist Salinger himself, who could understand the adolescent
mind without displaying one.

Salinger’s short stories in the New Yorker had already created
a stir. In undergraduate circles, and particularly in the women’s
colleges, this fresh voice, which plainly showed its debt to Ring
Lardner, but had its own idiom and message, began to sound
prophetic. Salinger was the spokesman of the Ivy League Re-
bellion during the early Fifties. He had come to express, appar-
ently, the values and aspirations of college youth in a way that
nobody since Scott Fitzgerald (the other major influence in his
work) had done as well. He is interesting to read for this reason,
and because he is a leading light in the New Yorker school of
writing. (He is probably their wltimate artist.) And besides,
Salinger’s talent is interesting for its own sake.

But just what is the time spirit that he expresses? The
Catcher’s hero has been expelled from Pencey Prep as the climax
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
