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TO (BE)COME A WIDOW IN SERBIA TODAY

This is the first study fully devoted to widows in Serbian sociological literature. The study is inherently
interdisciplinary because it combines sociological, sociodemographic, socio-psychological, socio-
psychiatric, feministic and anthropological approaches. In-depth interviews and observation were
applied on women who became widows in age 18-55, thus in their still vital years and not in old ages,
as it is most frequent. The selected women fell into three educational strata: lower, intermediate and
higher, and resided at the territory of Belgrade and its outskirts. The sample was purposeful and
encompassed two groups of women. One comprised so called civil widows, i.e. women who lost their
spouses after either a short/long term illness or sudden death. Another group consists of war widows,
being also refugees, husbands of whom were killed in armed conflicts in Croatia in 1990s and Kosovo
and Metohija, by the end of the decade. The interpretation of the findings is led by grounded theory
and follows the processes of transition to post-marital phase, adjustment and redefining of the future.
Social injustice has shown to be one of the crucial concepts to depict and disclose the marginalization,
even discrimination of these women and their children, especially in the case of war widows. The
research has highlighted to much stronger importance of social networks to personal capitals (age,
education, professional attainment, etc.). However, the results also shed light onto the psychological
asset, i.e. locus controli, representing the agency to pool out of passivity. As one could have expected,
institutional support is missing here. Yet, the findings indicate to self-organizing through a civil
association of widows, which is vastly supported by the interviewees (‘grass root democracy’).

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CHANGES IN USING OF PRIVATE AND PUBLIC SPACES IN BELGRADE DURING THE
PANDEMIC COVID-19

The paper is based on the analysis of data collected by an online survey in the period January-
February 2021. Informants are those employed as teachers and associates at the University of
Belgrade. The survey includes changes in the sphere of work space, in the way of moving through the
city, in neighborly relations related to the use of semi-public spaces in the immediate vicinity of the
apartment, in visiting public spaces - commercial, service, cultural facilities, etc. In addition to
monitoring changes in practice, the analysis is also focused on some assessments and attitudes of
respondents regarding the changes in the organization of everyday life caused by a pandemic, as well
as on their willingness to accept some habits acquired during a pandemic after it ends. In that sense,
the question of whether and in what way the pandemic might cause changes in the spatial planning /
development of Belgrade is opened in the concluding part.

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DEPOPULATION AS A WICKED POLICY PROBLEM: AN UNCONVENTIONAL APPROACH

Depopulation is a demographic trend characteristic of Serbia and many Central and Eastern European
countries. It is also a "wicked" policy problem. The main drivers of depopulation are low birth rates,
migration and mortality. Fertility rates have been insufficient for simple demographic reproduction
since the middle of the last century and are determined by complex social factors. External migrations
are a permanent feature of our society and they are driven by salary gaps compared to Western and
Central Europe. Recently, the share of circular migrations has been growing. Shorter life expectancy
compared to the EU affects depopulation, but probably not to the extent as the first two factors.
None of the three drivers of depopulation can be reversed by standard public policies. They are all
interconnected, there is no value agreement about interventions, nor clear indicators of success etc.
All these are features of complex or wicked policy problem. Nevertheless, depopulation requires an
intervention on behalf of the state and other institutions. In the second part of the paper, | present
the model of "tackling" depopulation, which was commissioned by UN and developed by a team of
experts. It is based on the idea that depopulation cannot be stopped, but that Serbia should think in
the short and medium term (several decades) about: 1) creating measures that utilize existing human
potential in the best possible way (both the domicile population and migrants) and (2) to gradually
adapt sectoral policies to the new demographic reality. The model is based on sociological insights
into the problem of depopulation and represents the applied sociology of public policies.

The subject of this paper is the analysis of the empirical basis of articles published in the journal
Stanovnistvo from 2000 to 2020. The aim of the analysis is to examine which empirical data sources
were used in the published articles, ie which methods were used to collect empirical data. The
research of the empirical basis of articles in the journal Stanovnistvo is based on the application of
content analysis method. This journal was chosen because it is the oldest demographic journal in the
Balkans which publishes papers from various disciplines in the field of science of population. The
analyzed material consists of scientific articles published in the Stanovnistvo which include a
presentation of data sources and methods, unlike polemics, reviews, etc. The research includes
articles published from 2000 to 2020, assuming that they express recent methodological trends in
demographic research. The scientific journal is the most suitable medium for sharing the results of
scientific-research work with the scientific community, as well as the most reliable source of
information on trends in the discipline. At the same time, the scientific journal significantly influences
the scientific community, because most members read it. Analyzing the empirical basis of articles
published in the journal Stanovnistvo is important for considering the methodological perspective of
demographic research, their possibilities and limitations.

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ABOUT ABUSIVE DAUGHTERS AND THEIR VICTIMS - PARENTS: FROM THE
PERSPECTIVE OF ECOSYSTEM

We are witnessing that violence in the contemporary family (and) in our society is taking on
monstrous proportions. This is also the reason why women and children have been for more than a
decade in the focus of public policy and strategy planners, media, but also scientists, as the most
frequent victims of violence. On the other hand, it has only recently been discovered that parents are
amongst victimised, too. The findings of several studies shown that although sons are more likely to
victimize their parents, there is a growing trend in the number of violent daughters. The aim of our
research was to determinate the characteristics of phenomenology and to identify risk factors for
victimization of fathers and mothers by daughters. In order to do that, we used a mixed method of
content analysis of the official documentation - files of the centers for social work on the territory of
Belgrade for the period from 2010-2016. The data were interpretated from the ecosystem perspective
- an interactive model of understanding domestic violence. It has been found that daughters victimize
their parents with different and most often combined types of violence. They cruelly victimised them
in order to gain power in the relationship. We have also identified a number of factors that put both
fathers and mothers and their daughters at risk of taking role of the victim and the abuser.

INFORMATION SOCIETY CHALLANGES: HIDDEN BRAIN DRAIN AS THE SPECIFIC
EXAMPLE OF LABOUR EMIGRATIONS IN SERBIA

COVID-19 pandemic put the spotlight on digital technologies causing the acceleration of digital
transformation of world economies and societies. New digital workforce has two main characteristics:
new jobs creation and rising mobility. However, shrinking of digital workforce (due to ageing
populations) and insufficient number of workers with high-level digital skills, especially in EU, makes
emigration still an active process. This paper analyzes the specific form of emigration process, named
hidden brain drain, which is the side effect of both increased ICT usage (digital transformation) and
growing deficiency of high-level digital skilled workforce. Hidden brain drain is considered as a virtual
emigration (in the sense of brain and skill emigration) of highly educated and skilled ICT workforce
that, primarily thanks to Internet, works for foreign companies while living in the home country. For
analysis of this phenomenon we interviewed eight young (age from 22-29) respondents, highly
educated programmers that live in Serbia and work for foreign companies. Semi-structured interview
has proved to be a suitable method for collecting data and understanding respondents’ attitudes and
motives towards emigration and work for foreign companies. Analysis lights up some interesting
reasons that stand behind hidden brain drain phenomenon in Serbia and can be used as guidelines for
further research. Suprisingly, young programmers in Serbia have no desire to emigrate, as they are
surrounded by friends and family and have quality work and life conditions. On the other hand, the
proportional reduction of this digital labor force for domestic market, as a new form of emigration,
could lead to significant local labour market disruptions.

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EXPERIENCE OF INTERNATIONAL MOBILITY AND RETURN TO SERBIA AT THE
BEGINNING OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The paper analyzes the international mobility of Serbian citizens at the beginning of the COVID-19
pandemic. The aim is to examine the modalities of return to Serbia at the time of the pandemic
outbreak and to explore the experiences after entering the territory of the home country during the
application of emergency measures to protect the population from transmission of the infectious
disease. The analysis is based on data collected through an online survey on the international mobility
of Serbian citizens during the COVID-19 pandemic, which was conducted by the Institute for
Sociological Research of the University of Belgrade — Faculty of Philosophy in April and May 2020. The
survey involved 305 adult citizens of Serbia who were part of international mobility flows in the
critical period. The research covered four categories of citizens who returned from abroad: citizens
who live in border settlements and enter the territory of the neighbouring country almost every day,
those who found themselves abroad on a short trip, those who have temporarily resided abroad
(usually for up to three months), as well as those who live outside Serbia for a relatively long period of
time. The paper starts from the fact that the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic has shaken up
international mobility flows and it is assumed that the position of Serbia as a transit, emigration and
country with a large share of circular migration has further influenced the characteristics of these
movements and shaped the specific experiences of citizens. Since the research was exploratory, the
possibility of testing certain theories and using complex statistical techniques is to some extent
limited, which, however, does not diminish the significance of the findings of this research on the
impact of emergency measures on the change of established patterns of cross-border mobility of
Serbian citizens in pandemic circumstances.

INTEGRATION EXPERIENCES OF HIGHLY EDUCATED MIGRANTS FROM REPUBLIKA
SRPSKA

The 1990’s and the beginning of the 215 century were marked by mass emigration, which was most
often researched in the domestic academia from the aspect of labor migration, encouraged by the
unfavourable economic climate and other negative effects of the transition process. In receiving
countries, labor immigrants are perceived in the same way, with correlations with the growth of the
gray economy, which has made integration processes significantly uneven. Our work is based on the
experiences of emigration of highly educated young people from the Republika Srpska, who are
included in the phenomenon of brain drain. The focus of the paper is on the examination of
integration processes broken down into the following dimensions: socio-economic, dimension of
(self)identification and cultural dimension. We believe that the integration processes, although
framed by the policies of the host countries, need to be observed at different levels, especially when
it comes to young highly educated workers. In this case, the receiving country presupposes not only
motivation aimed at the economic viability of immigration, but also cultural improvement in terms of
diversity as an incentive for the development of organizational culture. The methodology we use for
data collection is based on semi-structured interviews with 16 highly educated emigrants and young
people planning to leave Republika Srpska, while for analysis we use a descriptive phenomenological
method. In conclusion, there are differences in terms of the dimensions of integration, where the best
integration is manifested in the domain of work culture and professional engagement, while in the
domain of self-identification there is a tendency to preserve belonging to the country of origin. As one
of the more interesting results, it is pointed out that the drivers for the departure of the researched
population are dissatisfaction with the political situation and career challenges, while the economic
drivers are secondary.

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THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN DEMOGRAPHIC, ECONOMIC AND GEOPOLITICAL
PROCESSES IN THE MODERN WORLD

In the modern world, there is a noticeable connection between the characteristics of demographic
reproduction in certain societies, migration flows and global economic and geopolitical processes. The
main goal of this paper is to determine whether there is an intention on the part of world economic
and political elites to influence economic flows and change geopolitical relations in certain parts of
the world by controlling and stimulating migratory movements. Therefore, we will consider the
differences in demographic characteristics between developed Europe (population decline) and
underdeveloped parts of Africa and Asia (population growth) with special emphasis on the question of
whether the need for labor in developed parts of the world is compensated by encouragement of
immigration from underdeveloped regions. We will also consider the role of financial capital in
encouraging migration to a certain country and its interest to increase state’s indebtedness due to
increased investment in the migrant oriented social welfare system. We will also investigate whether
the control and encouragement of migrant flows is intended to change the demographic structure of
certain European countries, collapse their stability, effectiveness of rule over their own territory and
sovereignty, and thus strengthen the political competence of supranational structures such as the
European Union. Finally, we will analyze the attitude of the left and right movements in Europe
towards the migrant issue and analyze the differences between the “sovereignist” and the “globalist”
political discourse. The basic method of work will be a comparative analysis of economic and
demographic indicators and a discourse analysis of different political paradigms.

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SOCIODEMOGRAPHIC PERSPECTIVE OF CHANGES IN POPULATION GROWTH AND THE
AGING PROCESS OF THE POPULATION OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

Changes in the sphere of population movement and demographic structures are a reflection of the
complex action of social, economic, political and biomedical factors. The results of numerous surveys
indicate unfavorable demographic trends in the Republic of Serbia (declining rate of natural increase,
population aging, emigration, depopulation) that took place during the social and demographic
transition. The paper examines the quantitative dimensions of changes in the natural movement of
the population of the Republic of Serbia in the period 1961-2020 from a sociodemographic
perspective, with special reference to the differences in birth rates and mortality in 2019 and 2020 (in
the context of the pandemic caused by the COVID-19), as well as the dimensions of changes in the age
structure of the population and the process of demographic aging. Comparative analysis of
demographic indicators confirms that in the Republic of Serbia there is a constant decline in the value
of the rate of natural increase throughout the period (1961-2020), which has a negative sign since
1998, although there are regional differences when it comes to the beginning and intensity of natural
increase. Significant differences in birth and mortality trends are observed in the years before and
during the epidemiological crisis. Namely, the number of live births in 2020 (61 693) is 1 791 lower
than the number of live births in the same period in 2019 (63 484) or 2.8%, while the number of
deaths in 2020 (114 954) is 13 991 higher than the number deaths in 2019 (100 963) or by 13.9%. The
explication of negative tendencies in the natural population changes and the process of population
aging is based on the discourse on the connection and interaction of demographic and social changes
and their sociodemographic implications.

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FEMALE RURAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP AS A RESPONSE TO RURAL-URBAN MIGRATION

The rural structure of modern Serbian society has been burdened with numerous problems for
decades - noticeable depopulation, senilization, negative migration balance and dysfunctional rural
economy, especially in the context of the lack of real chances for socially vulnerable categories, such
as young and rural women. The paper introduces the notion of female rural entrepreneurship as one
of the possible answers to the observed rural-urban migrations. The thesis is that the engagement of
rural women in the field of entrepreneurship can have numerous positive effects, not only for
themselves, but also for the wider local and socio-economic community. It is considered that
women's rural entrepreneurship is still an insufficiently researched and theoretically unfounded
concept, at the same time insufficiently implemented in practice by local political and organizational
structures. Findings on the importance and role of women's rural entrepreneurship were made on the
basis of the application of the comparative method, where the focus was on questions - 1. are there
policies to support the development of women's rural entrepreneurship in AP Vojvodina at the local
government level? 2. If so, what are their characteristics and scope?

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SPATIAL DIMENSION OF ECONOMIC INEQUALITIES IN SERBIA: A COMPARATIVE
PERSPECTIVE

Regional disparities in the levels of economic development are indisputable in contemporary
societies. Nevertheless, survey dealing with spatial economic inequalities, as well as its consequences
on living conditions and life chances of individuals and social groups, is a rarity, especially in Serbia.
The aim of this paper is to analyze certain spatial aspects of economic inequalities in Serbia, but also
to compare Serbia with countries in the region and European Union countries. In addition to the
analysis of income and consumption inequalities, material deprivation of the population, as one of the
important aspects of poverty and social exclusion, will also be considered. Inequalities will be viewed
in relation to the regions, as the narrowest spatial units (NUTS -2 regions), but also to the other
territorial units (in terms of the degree of urbanisation, ie. division into the cities, towns and suburbs
and rural areas). The analysis of inequalities in Serbia will be based on the Survey on Income and
Living Conditions (SILC) conducted by the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia. Conducting the
survey is based on a standardized methodology for all Member States of the European Union.
Regional inequalities in the European Union will be analyzed on the basis of Eurostat data. Additional
data for Serbia were being collected by the Institute for Sociological Research in 2012 and 2018 on the
representative national samples.

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RURAL WOMEN AND SOCIAL REPRODUCTION OF RURALITY — FROM COMMUNITY
(NON)BELONGING TO (IN)FORMAL PARTICIPATION

Social reproduction is one the three basic dimensions of rurality reproduction. It ensures the
continuity of rural social space. Social reproduction of rurality manifests in several aspects (subjective
community perception/community belonging, participation, etc.). It is a process which can/should be
governed from within. Different actors participate in such process — their roles and statuses are
determine, among other, by gender. Thus, we analyse the way rural women: a) perceive rural way of
life, b) identify main stakeholders that shape rural space and c) participate in community life. The
main hypothesis concerns limited presence of rural women in social reproduction of rurality. This
implies that rural women mainly have strong sense of community belonging; they believe that social
reproduction should be governed from within, but at the same time, they are not actively
participating in community life. Analysis is based on a survey results on a sample of 503 women living
in 14 villages in Vojvodina. According to the results, % of the women have positive attitude towards
living in the countryside. Regardless of such perception, respondents clearly identified main local
problems. More than a half of the respondents stated local actors should be principally engaged in
shaping rural space. Two thirds of the respondents were not members of a rural organization which
confirmed their low formal participation in rural social life. Also, women stated on low present, but
also potential informal participation. Characteristics of rural women’s participation in social
reproduction are considered within the context of dominant rural gender regime.

Gender asymmetry of
unemployed persons in all regions of the Republic of Serbia especially affects women. The higher the
level of education, the easier it is to enter into an employment relationship. Therefore we can
conclude that better trained and educated workers are generally more productive and more
productive workers have higher wages. This paper aims to show the demographic changes and the
dominant impact of education on employment opportunities, where variations in the age and
educational structure lead to major labor market transformations.

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CHALLENGES OF YOUTH IN THE LABOR MARKET DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The COVID-19 pandemic, beside health, provokes a number of socio-economic impacts on the
population. Although in the coming period these impacts will become more visible, we can already
identify particularly vulnerable groups and the problems they are facing in different areas. In the area
of the labor market, the data show that the current crisis has affected youth employment around the
world. One of the reasons for that is that the sectors in which young people are most often employed
are mostly affected by the crisis caused by the pandemic (tourism, catering, trade). The consequences
are visible in the possibility of employment, job retention, number of working hours, productivity and
income. In this paper, based on published theoretical and empirical papers, the challenges of
including youth in the labor market during the COVID-19 pandemic will be pointed out. The possible
consequences of this challenges will be analyzed, both at the individual and at the wider social level.
Specifically, when it comes to the individual level, possible emotional and psychological consequences
will be pointed out: anxiety, stress, depression. The emphasis will be on the phenomenon of
prolonged youth, more precisely the effects that unemployment has on achieving financial
independence, leaving the parental home and concluding a marriage/starting a family. In this context,
the transition to adulthood is expected to be prolonged, which will cause additional negative
consequences for demographic trends. In accordance with the available data, this problem will be
presented in the context of Serbia as well. At the end of the paper, potential strategies for solving this
challenges will be considered.

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SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT AND DEMOGRAPHIC CHANGES IN SERBIAN VILLAGES -
INDICATOR ANALYSIS

The paper discusses indicators that have so far, most often in sociological and demographic research
and analyses, been used to track social changes which have characterized the villages in Serbia in the
last few decades. The indicators that have been used in the analysis of the social development of a
village, a group of villages in a certain region, or the Serbian village in general are divided into social,
demographic and economic. After the analysis of the usefulness of these groups of indicators and
most often used indicators individually, the paper points out their mutual connections and influence,
which result in a wide deterministic set of indicators which cannot be observed individually. In the
analysis of these indicators a special focus was put on demographic indicators. The most often used
among them in the analysis so far has been the change in the number of inhabitants, the natural
movement of the population, i.e. the analysis of birth and death rates, and the share of agricultural
population. In the end the paper points to some neglected but significant indicators of both social and
demographic and economic development of the village.

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INFORMAL INSTITUTIONAL PATTERNS OF POLITICAL ANOMIE

The paper analysis the construct of informal institutional arrangements (informal economy,
corruption, cronyism, clientelism) as negative characteristic of the configuration and reproduction of
contemporary capitalist state. Article hypothesizes that contemporary capitalism in one part relies on
the use of personal relationships, power networks and informal governance, which results in the
emergence of socially deviant and anomic patterns of behavior. This is supported by the fact that
transformation of competition into monopoly is one of the most important phenomena of modern
capitalist economy, especially in post-communist transition societies. In order to eliminate the
detrimental impact of the phenomenon of informality, it is necessary to reduce the government's
market intervention and the discretionary powers of public officials over economic activities. As a
paradigmatic example of the dominance of informal groups it is stated the so-called crony capitalism
as a link between government officials and the particularistic tendencies of their friends or family
members as representatives of the new economic elite. In such a milieu, the state, instead of market
forces as the dominant capitalist paradigm, grants preferential treatment and privileges to selected
and politically eligible economic elites. Economic nationalism is becoming a political tool for
transforming institutions into extractive mechanisms that favor petty owners and interests of narrow
groups.

IDENTITY SALIENCE OF SERBIAN STUDENT-MIGRANTS IN THE UNITED STATES

The main topic of this paper is the analysis of identity salience in students from Serbia who
temporarily or permanently migrated to the United States. According to Sheldon Stryker's theory,
identity salience implies that individuals have various identities and choose to dedicate themselves
more to some than to others. The behavior of an individual depends on the prominence and
commitment to an identity within a certain social structure. In this theory, great importance is given
to the self, which is explained as a set of identities embedded in social relations (student,
son/daughter, emotional partner, immigrant, friend, etc.). Taking this into consideration, this paper
starts from the assumption that the change in environment and lifestyle that occurred after migration
led to various changes in the students' commitment to certain identities. Therefore, the basic
question of this paper is how did students change their behavior after migrating to the United States
and what were the consequences for their identity and subjective sense of belonging? To examine
this, 30 students who migrated to this country in the past three years were selected for the sample,
and in-depth interviews were conducted with them.

NON-EXPLOSIVE WARFARE. COVID-19 PANDEMIC - A CASE STUDY

Considering the medicalization of social life within the critical discourse of medical sociology, in the
article that follows we analyze the phenomenon of the COVID-19 pandemic as an example of non-
explosive warfare. Starting from the articles of two authors - Dennis M. Bushnell, Future Strategic
Issues / Future Warfare [Circa 2025] and George Poste, Advances in Biotechnology: Promise and Peril
- we understand non-explosive warfare as a basic form of social control in the fifth (Bio / NANO)
technological age. Non-explosive warfare (psychological, biochemical and nanotechnological warfare)
is warfare directed against operability. The main goal of such a way of warfare is to cause social
disturbances - from general devastation (millions of victims) to recurrent disturbances (PSYOP) and
controlled negative economic impacts (recession). The basic characteristic of this way of warfare of
the fifth (Bio / NANO) technological age is the absence of forensic traces (identity) of the attacker and
the impossibility of predicting and detecting attacks, as well as timely warning and protection. A
change in the nature of warfare is a consequence of a change in the nature of available technology.
For the first (hunting) technological age, the existence of tribal gangs and the use of hand-made
holding and throwing weapons is characteristic. The second (agricultural age) is characterized by the
existence of a professional army and the use of a bit more technically advanced, but still hand-made
holding and throwing weapons. The use of machine weapons is characteristic of the third (industrial)
technological age (1800-1950). The fourth (IT) age (1950-2020) is characterized by the use of
psychological weapons. The use of biochemical substances and nanotechnology is planned for the
fiftth (Bio / NANO) technological age. For the sixth (virtual) age, complete control of individuals
through artificial intelligence is envisaged.

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CIVIL SOCIETY AND CONTEMPORARY NATIONAL IDENTITY FORMATION IN KOSOVO
AND METOHUA

Identity is a social construction created through the dialectic of the individual and collective, which
provides a source of meaning. The symbolic content of the collective identity and its meaning depend
both on who built them and for what purpose. The nation, as a collectivity, and national identity, as
an expression of the feeling of belonging to this collectivity, represent complex and higher level of
construction or imagination within the structure of collective identification. Nations, as political units,
seek to maintain the specificity of the public good as a place of transcendence of particularism. Thus,
nationalism would be a specifically modern phenomenon of cultural integration as a form of collective
consciousness. The nation, however, cannot survive without the ability to transcend the contents of
previous (ethnic) collectivities. The reality of nations is derived from the state and the institutional
order. The subject of this paper is the attitude of civil society towards the challenges of the
contemporary shaping of national identity in Kosovo and Metohija. This relationship can be important
for designing a legitimizing identity. This paper points out the basic elements of the construction of
the Kosovo-Metohija’s institutional order in the post-conflict period. The attitude of civil society
towards the contemporary national identity formation in Kosovo and Metohija is considered in this
context, to provide insight into the scope of such activities and their significance for the communities
that exist in this area. The analysis of the activities of the civil sector includes an overview of certain
activities of various organizations dedicated, above all, to inter-ethnic cooperation and civic activism
in Kosovo and Metohija.
